As a developer, iGoogle is

a distribution channel for your content, app, games, etc. 
You can develop gadgets and applications for tens of 
millions of active users.  We have hundreds of 
thousands of gadgets and feeds.

HTML and JavaScript applications 
that can be embedded in webpages
and other apps.

applications made by Google users like you that offer 
cool and dynamic content that can be placed on any 
page on the web.

As a user, OpenSocial is

a technology that enables you to interact with friends 
through gadgets.

a set of APIs that make your gadgets social.

Wizard and tools for editing OpenSocial code
Local OpenSocial container and database
Interaction with live OpenSocial container

Hosting service
At the moment, only iGoogle is supported
