What Makes a Great Looking Site?

CARP (Fishy) or CRAP  = Contrast, Repetition, Alignment, Proximity

Contrast = Differentiate Site Groups, Make Easy to Find (Not All One Font)
Repetition = Consistency, Uniformly Attractive (Family Photo, same clothes) 
Alignment = Visually Connected, Not out of Place (Nothing out of place)
Proximity = Group Related Items (How is a Library is organized)
